Planned Giving to the Charity of
Your Choice

A direct contribution to the charity of your choice
(e.g. the Church) can be made from your IRA
which, in some circumstances, can be tax benefi-
cial. This benefit expires at the end of 2009.

Individuals over the age of 70 1/2 can make a tax-

free distribution from their IRA to the charity of their

choice of up to $100,000. Previously, individuals
would have to report as taxable income any distri-
bution from their IRA before taking a contribution
deduction for the gift. In some circumstances this
could result in more tax being paid than if no gift
were

made.
